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Dear Parents/Guardians and Friends

We have been doing a lot of work across the East Dacorum Cooperative Learning Trust in the last few weeks. Last Friday
Mr Taylor the Headteacher of Chambersbury School, visited Longdean to observe some Year 7 Mathematics Lessons. This was
in order for him to see how secondary school builds on the Mathematics studies in Primary School and for us to ensure our
curriculum was appropriate for students who have recently left Year 6. Mr Taylor has visited all the schools in our trust and we
are hoping that we will use the information we have all gained to design a curriculum that spans Years 5 — 8 and is designed by
Primary and Secondary Mathematics specialists. We will repeat this process with English too.

This term, we are also looking forward to welcoming Mr Weightman the Headteacher of Tudor School to Longdean at some
point this term to shadow some former Tudor Year 6 students to gain an overview of our Year 7 experience. Again this is an
exciting event that will enhance student experience across the trust as the information provided by Mr Weightman can be
shared.

Finally for the Cooperative this term we are looking to take a combined group of primary and secondary students to the
University of Hertfordshire to take part in a Humanities event focussing on the Rochdale Pioneers who founded the
Cooperative Movement. This event is being coordinated by Adeyfield School and will provide an opportunity for primary and
secondary students to study together and also experience a University environment.

Last week we also welcomed Maggie Chapman, Headteacher of St Albans Girls School to Longdean. She is working closely with
us this half term, on how we support and challenge specific students at Longdean. She is also looking at some of our systems
around data and intervention. This first meeting was very rewarding and | look forward to continuing to work with her in the
future.

On Thursday 25 January, we welcomed Sir Mike Penning, our local MP to Longdean. He joined a group of students who have
been working hard on preparing a campaign to present to him about changing an aspect of school life. He listened to the
arguments presented and gave some advice and guidance based on his experiences about how campaigning and democratic
processes work in the United Kingdom and can influence and bring about change. This was a wonderful experience for our
students.

Preliminary examinations for Key Stage 4 have now ended and students in Years 9 & 10 will receive their results in lessons. For
Year 11 students we will be holding a results assembly on the afternoon of Thursday 1 February 2018. In this assembly
students will receive their results and also an explanation of the implications of these results if we were to fast forward to
August. Parents will then be issued the results at the Year 11 options evening that night. Again these will come with an
explanation of the implications of these results. This will support Post 16 choices and also provide parents with information
prior to Year 11 Parents Evening on Tuesday 6 February 2018. | would encourage all students to reflect on these results and
consider what actions they can take, supported by teachers and parents, as they move towards the final examinations.

Longdean School has received a donation of two defibrillators, vital equipment
in case of sudden cardiac arrest, from Hemel Lions.

First Aider Mrs Wilkins said: “The reality is that 12 young people die each week
after suffering cardiac arrest. Of these, 270 children will die at school each year.
The only definitive treatment for a victim of cardiac arrest is early CPR and
defibrillation.

This must be administered within three to five minutes following collapse to
give a fighting chance of survival, making it imperative to have a defibrillator
on site.

Longdean now has three defibrillators distributed across our new building and
we hope this means we are well equipped to offer vital lifesaving assistance if it
is ever needed.

Headteacher Mr Cunningham thanked Hemel Lions for donating the
equipment, which can be used by whoever is first on the scene, in advance of
an ambulance arriving.
